RATIONALE FOR THE COURSE

Students work on individualized projects with appropriate assistive technology under the supervision of an instructor. The emphasis is on the technology skills and applications necessary to complete college coursework, prepare for employment, complete employment-related projects, and/or promote independence.
STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Upon completion of this course, students have demonstrated the ability to:

  1. Apply computer technology skills to college coursework, preparation for employment, employment-related projects, or personal independent projects. 

  2. Use appropriate assistive technology to work independently on individualized projects.

COURSE CONTENT
Content will be based on a student's individual needs, class schedule, LD assessment, and/or functional limitations.
Informal intake interview and review of student’s history including:

1. Educational/vocational goals and objectives.

2. Existing familiarity with computer systems, if any.

3. Review of existing medical records.

4. Review of academic records.

Functional/Informal Assessment of student to evaluate:

1. Keyboard access capabilities.

2. Mobility and seating

3. Ability to manage tasks associated with basics of access technology and computer systems.

Introduction of recommended assistive computer technology including: 

1. Appropriate screen reading software

2. Voice recognition software

3. Use of computer screen magnification 

4. Appropriate ergonomic modifications as needed

Individualized computer skills projects: Possible topics include:
1. Office software suite

2. Email

3. Appropriate basic skills software

4. Web based research and applications

5. Keyboarding

6. Application of technology to a student's coursework for another class

INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS
Computerized instruction in a lab setting, individualized work with multisensory learning materials.

PERFORMANCE EVALUATION
