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ADJECTIVES
An adjective is a word that describes a noun.  We say an adjective modifies a noun.  The word modify means “to change.”  Adjectives give a different meaning to a noun because they add more specific descriptive information about features such as size, shape, color, number, etc .

SOME EXAMPLES OF ADJECTIVES
persons:
kind man, clever lawyer, tall Mr. Johnston

places:

peaceful home, white post office, beautiful Mexico

things:

hard rock, sharp pencil, rocky mountain

ARTICLES are a specific kind of ADJECTIVE.  The articles are three specific words:  a, an, the
These three words give more information about whether a noun is general or specific.  “A” or “an” are indicate a general noun and “the” is more specific.
